He straps live, 
awake monkeys into steel restraining device chairs,  cuts a 
hole in their skull and inserts electrodes both on the brain 
surface and deep into the interior of the brain. Af ter taking his 
little readings from his instruments, and when fini shed 
perverting these beautiful, sentient beings, he mur ders the 
monkeys and moves on to the next batch.  Fuster has  killed 
thousands of primates over the years and it has to stop now. 
 
Myth #1:  Virtually all-medical knowledge is derived from 
research using animals. 
 

This is a blatant and knowingly false statement. Mo st key 
discoveries were in fact achieved through clinical research, 
human autopsy and other in vitro, imaging, computer  and 
clinical studies. In fact many important medical ad vances 
have been delayed because of misleading information  
derived from animals models. 
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Myth #2: Without continued animal research there would be 
no new antibiotics. 
 

Fleming discovered the benefits of penicillin by pr escribing it 
to a patient as a last resort because it had proven  ineffective 
and fatal in animals. He is quoted as saying that i f he had 
relied on animal experiments to discover penicillin , “Penicillin 
would have never been granted a license, and the wh ole field 
of antibiotics might never have been realized.” The  
pharmacokinetics of antibiotics in animals differs from 
humans in absorption, distribution, metabolism and 
excretion. 
 
Myth #3:  Hopes for cures for AIDS, cancer and other 
devastating diseases depend directly on research us ing 
animals. 
 

Billions of dollars have been spent unsuccessfully trying to 
inflict AIDS on primates over the last twenty years . Virus-
induced immunodeficiency syndromes in non-human 
primates differ markedly from AIDS in viral structu re, disease 
symptoms and disease progression. Animal experiment s will 
also not cure cancer or other diseases. Crucial gen etic, 
molecular, immunologic, and cellular differences be tween 
species have prevented animals from being effective  models. 
Dr. Richard Klausner, Director of the National Canc er Institute 
and quoted in the LA Times explains “The history of  cancer 
research has been a history of curing cancer in the  mouse. 
We have cured mice of cancer for decades, and it si mply 
didn’t work in humans.” 
 
While 20,000 children per WEEK are dying world wide  
because of unclean water, and the majority of disea ses 
Americans die from every year can be prevented by a  low fat 
vegetarian diet, exercise and the avoidance of alco hol and
